 Yeah. I actually did. 
 
  Lou 
 And you haven’t seen the fireworks yet. 
 
  Ben 
 I hope I see them soon. 
 
  Lou 

Why are you giving me the full court press if you’re only leaving in a couple of 
days anyway? 
 
 Ben 
You know, I don’t know. It’s like it’s some kind of… mystical force. 
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 Lou 
Force or Hormones? 
 
 Ben 
Hey, Hey. Come on. I’m… all I want to do is talk. 
 
 Lou

 Ben 
And get you sloppy drunk. 
 
 Lou

 Ben
